(Luke 22:55-60 NKJV)“Now when they had kindled a fir e in the
midst of the courtyard and sat down together, Pe  ter sat among
them. {56} And a certain servant girl, seeing hima s he sat by the
fire, looked intently at him and said, “This man wa s also with Him.”

Why?

Jesus will be too distant for you to touch Him when you need Him (your choice, not His!). At
some critical moment, you will have to pass a test in your own strength and weak human
nature. None of us has the strength to crucify ourselves, when we can escape by dropping
the cross and walking away. The only way to have the strength to crucify self when the going
gets ugly is to keep a long-term commitment to cling to the Lord, to be close to him, whether
it's comfortable or not!

Hang out with Him closely...
When He asks you, hang outstretched with Him just as closely.
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(Luke 22:61, 62 NKJV) “And the Lord turned and looked at Peter. And Peter
remembered the word of the Lord, how He had said to him, “Before the rooster
crows, you will deny Me three times.” {62} So Peter went out and wept bitterly.”

When the test came, Peter could not find any strength in a commitment that held something

back from Jesus.
- It is easy to stay close to Jesus when things are pleasant and the crowd is friendly.

However, when the name of Christ is mocked and you are identified with Him, what will

you do?
Will you stand in the shadows and deny Him when you know people are talking or

threatening. What will you do?
How can you be ready for the inevitable test? Maybe the test is just around the corner.
Maybe some of us have just failed the test. Perhaps you failed the test years ago and still

weep for your failure.

The Bible says, “Peter followed at a distance.”  What about you?

You can choose the death that kills body, soul and ultimately even your spirit... or the death
that leads to a new day, a new way, a way filled with the power of the Son of God — a way

filled with hope and promise and glory.

Get so close that the fire that burns in
His eyes ignites a fire in your heart. Be so close to Him that there is no distance, no
darkness, no coldness between you and Him. Let your love for Him draw you to the altar of
sacrifice.

A Final Truth to Share

It was never a hammer in the hand of an enemy that  crucified Jesus
Christ, the Son of God.

It was His submission to the will of God the Father. This submission was only possible
because of His closeness to God the Father. Jesus passed the test in the context of His
oneness with God. You can too!

His weapons in the battle were no different than your weapons are. His weapons:

1. His closeness to God

2. His undeniable communion and prayer with God.

3. His unstoppable determination to see the will of the Father accomplished in His life.

He nailed Himself to the cross with the hammer of H  is own will.
Three days later He celebrated absolute victory.

He took the kingdom by force with His own determination to love and serve the Father. Will
you do the same? If you want resurrection power you must first have a crucifixion. If you want
to take your kingdom by force, do it by the force of surrender to the will of God.

Give Him the glory!

God sorrows for the distance between you and Him. H e knows it keeps you
from His strength.
